BACKGROUND PASSAGE(S): Ephesians 5:15-21; 4:1; 4:30; John 14:16-17; 1 Corinthians 6:19-
20; 1 Thessalonians 5:19; Galatians 5:16-25.  

KEY VERSE(s): – Ephesians 5:18 – And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with 

the Spirit, 

Define the word “dissipation”. 
 
 
What does it mean to be “filled with the Spirit”?  
 
 
Discuss the importance of what Paul is saying to us as believers in the key verse for today – Ephesians 5:18. 
(What does drunkenness accomplish in a person’s life -vs- what does being filled with the Spirit accomplish in a 
person’s life?) 
 
 
What is the indwelling of the Holy Spirit?  
 
 
 
Is the indwelling of the Spirit different from being filled with the Spirit, if so, explain. 
 
 
 
Discuss the difference between grieving the Spirit and quenching the Spirit. 
 
 
Paul gives us specific instructions on what it looks like for us to be filled with the Spirit. These are our instructions 
– discuss them. 
 
 

1. Speak to one another in psalms – hymns – and spiritual songs. (how do these 3 differ?) 
 

2. Giving thanks always for all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
3. Submit to one another in the fear of God.
